Otter Watching on Carna.
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In 35 years of watching otters on the west coast of Scotland I have never found anywhere better than Carna. The lengths of undisturbed foreshore visible from elevated watch points give excellent opportunities for watching otters for extended lengths of time. Our best day was 6 hours continuous observation of a mother and 2 cubs but watches in excess of an hour are not at all unusual especially if your visit coincides with young cubs. There does not seem to be a fixed breeding season so this can be at any time of the year.

For the photographer there are excellent opportunities for that once in a lifetime shot.

If you are coming to Carna to see otters we can send you a more detailed briefing on tactics and equipment.
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Of course if there are no otters about there is always plenty of other wildlife to watch. Sea eagles are frequent visitors and when the mother otter is bringing in prey for the cubs the sea eagles will try and get a free meal - without much success in our experience.
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Common seals frequently pass between Carna Channel and a short boat trip will take you to their favourite hauling out places.
